Everyone expresses 
that death is far superior to 
being here on earth.  The 
description in the book of 
death is like our being 
butterflies and coming out of 
the cocoon in which we are 
currently living.   

Upon passing from this place to 
the next, one’s body becomes 
perfect.  Those who had 
physical ailments talked of 
them no longer being in pain.  
A child who had lost her hair as 
a result of having cancer said 
she had her curly hair back 
when she had died.  A man 
who lost his legs during the car 
wreck that temporarily killed 
him said he had his legs on the 
other side.  Death unfolds just 
like life does here on earth.  
That is the experience occurs 
one event then the next.   

For those who have been gone 
long enough most all speak of 
the light.  Since I have not 
been in that position most any 
definition or description would 
clearly fall short.  I will 
therefore use the descriptions I 
have heard or read about.  The 
light has been called pure love 
or unconditional love.
